Supervisor
Gomez stated that he and Erica attended the Rural Policy Forum recently, and
during that time they met with various agencies regarding housing. Ms. Gonzalez
mentioned that joining the Hispanic Chamber of Commerce will enhance the
county’s ability to bring long term sustainability and value to housing in the
community as well as businesses throughout the community. Mr. Rapier gave the
recommendation that the county join the Hispanic Chamber of Commerce with
the membership fees not to exceed $1,500.00
